This course focuses on the principles of commercial law. It particularly reviews the
concept of commercial activities and distinguish it from the concept of civil
activities. In addition, it emphasizes on the trader (individual or corporation) as a
party in the commercial transactions and the legal aspects surrounding commercial
transactions, involved parties, and the contractual relationships formed during
these interactions within the context of prevailing commercial practices, rooted in
various sources of Private Law as defined by Bahrain's legal framework.
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This course studies the different company types, the legal principles and rules that
govern each type of company, the intricacies of their establishment, the dynamics
of mergers and acquisitions, the processes of conversion, and the stages of
dissolution in this engaging course. The study focuses on the core of corporate
structure by examining vital constitutional documents, including the Memorandum
of Association, the Articles of Association, and the Declaration of Incorporation, as
well as the legal foundations and operational lifecycles that shape the corporate
world.
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This course introduces Public International Law (PIL) concepts and theories. The
course addresses the history of international law and its sources and delves into key
topics governing treaties, statehood, immunity, and state responsibility. The course
further analyzes the relationship between international and municipal law as well
as jurisdictional principles.
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This course explores various Public International Law (PIL) topics, including
international organizations, dispute resolution, and the role and functions of the
International Court of Justice. It also covers the law of use of force, self-defence,
and collective security, and provides an overview of the main principles of
International Humanitarian Law.
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This course studies the different types of commercial papers, their respective
definitions, traits, roles, conditions, and types. The study focuses more on the Bill
of Exchange as a main type of commercial paper, promissory notes and checks, their
essence, distinctions, payment, and regulations. The course also covers the legal
aspects of banking operations under the Bahrain Commerce Law such as cash
deposits, deed deposits, safekeeping, transfers, credit facilities, documentary
credits, paper discounting, guarantees, and current accounts.
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This course studies arbitration as a recognized alternative dispute resolution
method in Bahrain's legal system. The study focuses on the procedures and
elements of arbitration, including the agreement of arbitration, the appointment of
arbitrators and challenging and removing them, the arbitration procedures, interim
measures during arbitration, the role of the competent court, the applicable law to
the dispute, the issuance of the arbitration award, and the process of challenging
the awards before the competent court, and the legal effect of the award and its
enforcement under Bahraini arbitration laws.
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This course explains how the Centre Bank of Bahrain (CBB) regulates the financial
institutions operating in the economy and their role as financial intermediaries,
whether through their professional positions such as conventional or Islamic banks,
insurance institutions, and other financial institutions that deal with various
financial instruments through the capital markets and those dealing with them, It
also addresses the capital markets and the significant securities it deals with, and
the fundamentals of financial operations.
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This course explores the principles of international judiciary within the realm of
public international law, and, in particular, the legal framework of international
judiciary systems established to deal with international crimes . The course also
deals with models and methods of international accountability by discussing the
relevant theories, their practical applications, the ongoing prosecutions, and the
current situations.
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This course deals with conceptual themes of philosophy of law. It explores the
nature and purpose of law as found in theories such as natural law theory,
positivism and critical legal studies. It focuses on some of the key legal theories,
human rights and judicial systems of different countries and their practice,
interpretation and application of law. The course also explains the central issues
and concepts in legal philosophy with the aim of solving contemporary legal
problems, issues and challenges.
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This course deals with the legal matters and problems surrounding the electronic
commerce. Also, the course covers possible means for the protection of consumers
in electronic contracts, the effects of an electronic contract and the obligations
arising under it. In addition, electronic transaction validity, security, contract
formation, and payment systems will also be covered with insights into the World
Trade Organization’s role.
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This course explores the intersection of business and human rights, considering
both positive and adverse impacts regardless of corporate intent. It examines
international human rights standards with a focus on the UN Guiding Principles on
Business and Human Rights, as well as ethical norms, legal principles, and the duties
and expectations of companies. The course also addresses the dilemmas faced
when local standards and rules contradict global standards or policies.
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This course offers a comprehensive overview of the legal and regulatory framework
governing the world's oceans and seas. It delves into how States establish their
maritime boundaries and Their rights and obligations in the various maritime
jurisdictional zones. The course also addresses the rules and procedures for the
peaceful resolution of international disputes, the impact of climate change on the
oceans, and the interplay between marine natural resource exploitation and
environmental protection within and beyond national jurisdiction.
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SPACE LAW

This course addresses the international legal rules, theories and principles
applicable to activities in outer space, including the United Nation based space
treaties and international customary (space) law, and the many specialized regimes
such as those applicable to the protection of the outer space environment, the
regulation of military activities and the peaceful settlement of international space
law disputes. The course also covers sources of international law of outer space,
liability, and insurance of space objects and astronauts, the space resource
utilization, the law of armed conflict in outer space and the general space policy of
the Kingdom of Bahrain.
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The course studies the legal challenges arising from rapid global technological
advancements. The study covers topics like data privacy, encryption, and software
protection and it examines the Bahraini personal data protection in the context of
electronic data processing.
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
